The remaining
construction work involves landscaping, curbing and parking lot paving and will be
financed through a Capital Pledge Campaign.

Designed to be adaptable, the Centre offers a multifaceted venue enabling us to serve
the broader community. Our hope is that all visitors may experience the delightful and
dynamic nature that defines both our parish family and our faith. Historically significant
and culturally dynamic, our Centre better enables OLV to remain a prominent centre of
spirituality in Ottawa South. Your generosity can now be part of that legacy and we
appreciate and thank you for previous donations.

As we move ahead to complete our final phase of construction, we are seeking your help
to establish a solid revenue flow during our challenging three-year start-up period. Your
financial support during this 36-month Capital Pledge Campaign is crucial in bringing
success to rejuvenating OLV.
